Conserves: are jams made fromraixture of fruits, usually including citrus fruit; often raisins and nuts are added.
Marmalade: is a tender jelly with small pieces cfrusfruit or citrus peel distributed evenly throughout.

Preserves: are whole fruits or large pieces of fruittimick syrup, often slightly jellied.

Jam: is made from crushed or ground fruit and tends to hold its shape but is generally less firm than jelly.

Butters: are made by cooking fruit pulp and sugar until thick enough to spread easily.

Conserves: arejams made from a mixture of fruits, usually including citrus fruit; often raisins and nuts are added.
Marmalade: is a tender jelly with small pieces of fruit or peel distributed evenly throughout.

Preserves: are whole fruis or large pieces of fruit ithick syrup, often slightly jellied.
